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I. statement
1. On May 2, 2006, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service, PSCo, or Applicant) filed a Verified Application for an Order Granting to Public Service Company of Colorado a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity with Specific Findings (Application).  The filing commenced this docket.  

2. The Commission gave public notice of the Application and established an intervention period.  Notice of Application Filed.  Staff of the Commission (Staff) timely filed its intervention of right and request for hearing in this proceeding.  

3. At present, the only parties in this matter are Applicant and Staff.  

4. The Commission deemed the Application complete as of June 20, 2006.  Minute Entry dated June 14, 2006.  The Commission's decision in this matter, then, should be issued on or before January 16, 2007.  Sections 40-6-109.5(2) and 40-6-109.5(4), C.R.S.; Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1303(c); Decision No. R06-0801-I.  In that same Minute Entry, the Commission referred this proceeding for hearing before an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

5. Public Service and Staff have each filed testimony and exhibits.  

6. On September 21, 2006, as relevant here, PSCo and Staff (Movants) filed a Joint Motion for Approval of a Stipulation and Agreement.  A Stipulation and Settlement Agreement (Stipulation) accompanied the Joint Motion.  The ALJ has taken the Joint Motion and the Stipulation under advisement.  

7. The Application, as filed, requested a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) granting authority for Public Service to construct and to operate a 115kV transmission line between the existing Sandown and Leetsdale Substations.  

8. The Stipulation modifies the authority sought by Public Service.  The Movants ask that the Commission grant a CPCN which permits PSCo to construct a 230kV-capable transmission line between the existing Sandown and Leetsdale Substations.
  Movants ask that the Commission grant to Public Service a CPCN to operate the transmission line at 115kV.  

9. In order to avoid confusion concerning the scope of the CPCN which Public Service seeks from the Commission, to provide public notice of the Stipulation's amendment of the Application, and to give interested persons an opportunity to intervene in this proceeding, the ALJ will re-notice the Application in light of the Stipulation.
  The re-notice will provide for an intervention period which will expire on October 12, 2006 (five business days
) and will give all interested persons notice of hearing to be held on October 19, 2006 to take testimony concerning the Stipulation.  

10. The re-notice, additional intervention period, and scheduled hearing date will not affect the ability of the Commission to issue its decision in this proceeding on or before January 16, 2007.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. This Order re-notices the Verified Application for an Order Granting to Public Service Company of Colorado a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity with Specific Findings (Application) filed by Public Service Company of Colorado, as modified by the Stipulation and Settlement Agreement filed on September 21, 2006 (Stipulation), as set out above.  

2. The Application and the Stipulation are available for public inspection at the Commission office located at 1580 Logan Street, Office Level 2, Denver, Colorado 80203, between 8:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m., excluding weekends and state holidays.  

3. The intervention period for the re-noticed Application described in Ordering Paragraph No. 1 shall expire close of business on October 12, 2006.  Any person desiring to intervene in or to participate as a party in this proceeding shall file a petition for leave to intervene or, under the Commission's Rules of Practice and Procedure, shall file other appropriate pleadings to become a party on or before the expiration of the intervention period.  

4. Staff of the Commission shall remain a party to the proceeding without the necessity of filing an intervention in connection with this re-notice of the Application.

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�  The ALJ misstated the scope and purpose of the Stipulation in ¶ 13 of Decision No. R06-1134-I.  In that Order, the ALJ stated that PSCo and Staff ask the Commission to issue a CPCN to construct and to operate the transmission line at 230kV.  In fact, the Stipulation states that the Commission should issue a CPCN only to construct the transmission line as 230kV-capable.  In a subsequent application, to be filed in the future and as necessary, PSCo will seek a CPCN authorizing Public Service to operate the transmission line at 230kV.
