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I. statement  
1. On September 8, 2006, Qwest Corporation filed a Petition for Arbitration seeking Commission arbitration of an interconnection agreement between Qwest and Eschelon Telecom, Inc.  The filing commenced this docket.  

2. By Decision No. C06-1110, the Commission assigned this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for hearing and determined that the Commission will issue an initial decision in this matter.  The ALJ established the procedural schedule in this proceeding by Decision No. R06-1153-I.  

3. On September 27, 2006, Gregory Merz, Esquire, filed a Verified Motion Requesting Pro Hac Vice Admission.  This motion complies with Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-1201(a), which governs admissions to appear before the Commission for attorneys not licensed to practice in Colorado.  This rule in turn refers to, and requires compliance with, Colo.R.Civ.P. 221(1).  The Commission has received a statement from the Attorney Registration Office of the Colorado Supreme Court informing the Commission that Mr. Merz has complied with the requirements of Colo.R.Civ.P. 221(1) and has been assigned a Pro Hac Vice registration number.  

4. The ALJ finds that Mr. Merz has complied with both the Commission’s rule and the Colorado Rules of Civil Procedure and should be admitted pro hac vice to represent Eschelon Telecom, Inc.  

5. On September 28, 2006, Jason D. Topp, Esquire, filed a Verified Motion for Admission Pro Hac Vice.  This motion complies with Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1201(a), which refers to, and requires compliance with, Colo.R.Civ.P. 221(1).  The Commission has received a statement from the Attorney Registration Office of the Colorado Supreme Court informing the Commission that Mr. Topp has complied with the requirements of Colo.R.Civ.P. 221(1) and has been assigned a Pro Hac Vice registration number.  

6. The ALJ finds that Mr. Topp has complied with both the Commission’s rule and the Colorado Rules of Civil Procedure and should be admitted pro hac vice to represent Qwest Corporation.  

7. By this Order, the ALJ will grant the two verified motions.  

8. All counsel are reminded that this proceeding is governed by the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723 Part 1, and by applicable provisions of the Rules Regulating Telecommunications Providers, Services, and Products, 4 CCR Part 2.  The ALJ expects counsel to be familiar with, and to abide by, those rules.  In addition, the ALJ expects counsel to comply with the procedural schedule, hearing dates, and requirements established in Decision No. R06-1153-I.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Verified Motion Requesting Pro Hac Vice Admission filed by Gregory Merz, Esquire, is granted.  

2. Gregory Merz, Esquire, is admitted pro hac vice to represent Eschelon Telecom, Inc.  

3. The Verified Motion for Admission Pro Hac Vice filed by Jason D. Topp, Esquire, is granted.  

4. Jason D. Topp, Esquire, is admitted pro hac vice to represent Qwest Corporation.  

5. This proceeding is governed by the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723 Part 1, and by applicable provisions of the Rules Regulating Telecommunications Providers, Services, and Products, 4 CCR Part 2; and all counsel shall be familiar with, and shall abide by, those rules.  

6. This proceeding is governed by the procedural schedule, hearing dates, and requirements established in Decision No. R06-1153-I; and all counsel shall be familiar with, and shall abide by, that Order.  

7. This Order is effective immediately.
