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I. statement
1. On September 29, 2006, E&E Services, LLC, (Applicant) by its newly retained Attorney filed a motion for permission to change name without re-notice of the application; motion for additional time to comply with the Commission’s pre- hearing requirements; and motion to vacate and reschedule the hearing currently set for October 13, 2006.

2. The Attorney for Applicant states in the motion that he was very recently retained by Applicant and therefore needs time to prepare for hearing, and to comply with the pre-hearing filing requirements of the Commission.  

3. Applicant requests that it be given an extension to and including October 12, 2006 to file and to serve a witness list and exhibits.  Applicant does not object to granting MKBs, LLC d/b/a Metro Taxi, Inc. and/or Taxi Latino (Intervenor) until October 22, 2006 to file any additional list of witnesses/exhibits based on Applicant’s filing.

4. Applicant also requests that the hearing currently scheduled for October 13, 2006 be vacated and reset.

5. Finally, Applicant requests that the Commission accept Applicant’s name change with out the need to re-notice the Application.  The attorney for Applicant states that Applicant is a corporation.  Applicant has registered its name change with the Colorado Secretary of State.  Applicant states that the change is not a corporate restructuring, and it does not broaden the scope of the application.  

6. It is found that the name change does not broaden the scope of the application; therefore it does not need to be re-noticed.

7. Since the hearing date is rapidly approaching, it is necessary to act before the full time allowed for a responsive pleading.  As of the date of mailing of this Interim Order, Intervenor has not filed an objection to the motion.  Response time will be waived.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The motion of E&E Services, Inc. to extent the time for it to comply with the Commission’s pre-hearing requirements to and including October 12, 2006 is granted.  MKBS, LLC d/b/a Metro Taxi, Inc. and /or Taxi Latino is granted to and including October 22, 2006 to file any additional witness list and exhibits based on Applicant’s filing.

2. The Motion of Applicant to vacate the hearing currently set for October 13, 2006 is granted.  Applicant shall on or before October 10, 2006 notify the Commission of acceptable hearing dates for the parties.

3. Response time to the Motion is waived.
4. This Order is effectively immediately.
