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I. STATEMENT

1. Dashabout Roadrunner, LLC (Dashabout or Applicant), filed the above-captioned application with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) on April 4, 2006.  It is currently scheduled for hearing on October 12, 2006.  See, Decision No. R06-0735-I.

2. On August 30, 2006, Applicant’s Motion to Extend Temporary Authority was filed.  Similar relief was also requested in Docket No. 06A-187CP-TA.  

3. On September 12, 2006, Applicant filed its Motion to Substitute Applicant requesting that Valera Lea Holtorf doing business as Dashabout Shuttle Company &/or Roadrunner Express (VLH) be substituted as the applicant in this docket.  As grounds for the request, Applicant states that it has not been able to obtain proper insurance coverage for service under the subject authority at a reasonable premium.  VLH presently has proper insurance coverage in place. 

4. On September 19, 2006, Applicant filed its Motion to Vacate June 29, 2006 Hearing and Reset Hearing for a Later Date.  Applicant requests that the hearing presently scheduled to commence on October 12, 2006 be vacated.  As grounds for the motion, Applicant states that continuing demands for medical care have not allowed sufficient time to prepare for presentation of this case.  Applicant also reports ongoing settlement efforts.  It is requested that the hearing be rescheduled in 2007.

5. No response was filed to any of the above-referenced motions.  In accordance with Rule 1400 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1, the motions are deemed confessed.

6. By Decision No. C06-1062, the Commission found that Applicant never complied with Decision No. C06-0477 and that temporary authority granted in Decision No. C06-0477 was never issued.  Because the authority was never issued, it could not be extended.  Without addressing the ability or authority of the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) to grant the extension requested, the Motion will be denied based upon the findings and order of the Commission in Decision No. C06-0477.

7. Applicant has presented good cause for the unopposed request to substitute applicants.  VLH will be substituted as the applicant in this docket.  Applicant will no longer be a party to this docket.

8. Good cause having been shown for the unopposed motion to vacate the hearing scheduled in this docket, it will be granted.  Rather than arbitrarily scheduling a hearing, and particularly considering that no party will be prejudiced by Applicant’s requested delay in the proceedings, VLH will be ordered to confer with all parties and the undersigned ALJ as to schedule availability for desired hearing dates. If the parties agree to proposed hearing dates that are available for the ALJ, VLH shall file a pleading reflecting such on or before February 28, 2007.  If consensus cannot be reached, the ALJ will schedule a prehearing conference by separate order.

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Dashabout Roadrunner, LLC’s (Dashabout or Applicant) Motion to Extend Temporary Authority filed on August 30, 2006 is denied.

2. Dashabout’s Motion to Vacate June 29, 2006 Hearing and Reset Hearing for a Later Date filed on September 19, 2006 is granted.

3. The hearing scheduled in this matter on October 12, 2006 is vacated.

4. Applicant’s Motion to Substitute Applicant filed on September 12, 2006 is granted.  Valera Lea Holtorf doing business as Dashabout Shuttle Company &/or Roadrunner Express (VLH) shall take the docket as she finds it and shall be bound by all decisions previously entered in this docket.

5. VLH shall be substituted as the applicant in this docket.   The caption of this docket is amended to reflect the name of the substituted applicant and to remove reference to Dashabout Roadrunner, LLC.  Dashabout Roadrunner, LLC shall no longer be a party to this docket.

6. On or before February 28, 2007, VLH shall make a filing with a proposed hearing date acceptable to all parties.
  If the parties are not able to agree upon a new hearing date, a prehearing conference will be scheduled in 2007, or upon earlier request of any party.

7. This Order is effective immediately.
