I. statement
1. The above-captioned application was filed by Golden West Commuter, LLC (Golden West) on June 23, 2006.  The Application commenced this docket.  

2. On September 29, 2006, Applicant’s Rule 1309(d) Notice of Withdrawal of Application was filed.  Golden West thereby gives notice of the withdrawal of the above-captioned application.

3. By Decision No. R06-1131-I, the hearing scheduled in this matter was vacated, among other matters.

4. Because it is not less than 45 days before the first day of hearing, Golden West has a right to withdraw its application pursuant to Rule 1309(d) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1. 

5. The application filed in this docket is withdrawn pursuant to Golden West’s notice. 

6. At the time of the withdrawal, multiple requests for relief were pending that did not go to approval or denial of the application. A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Application of Golden West Commuter, LLC, for an Order of the Commission Authorizing an Extension of Operations Under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 14314 filed by Golden West Commuter, LLC on June 23, 2006 is withdrawn.

2. On or before October 26, 2006, any party requesting further relief based upon motions pending at the time of withdrawal shall identify such pending requests and recite legal authority demonstrating that such requests remain at issue following withdrawal of the application.

3. On or before October 26, 2006, without regard to a request for further relief, any party may file a pleading reciting legal authority to demonstrate that pending requests at the time of withdrawal are no longer at issue.  

4. This Order is effective immediately.
