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I. statement

1. This docket concerns the complaint by McLeodUSA Telecommunications Services, Inc. against Qwest Corporation (Qwest) filed on March 15, 2006.  

2. On September 29, 2006, Lisa A. Anderl, Esquire, filed a Verified Renewed Motion for Admission Pro Hac Vice (Verified Motion).  Ms. Anderl, is a member of the bar in Washington State and seeks leave to represent Qwest in this matter.
