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I. STATEMENT

1. On August 28, 2006, Staff of the Commission (Staff) mailed Civil Penalty Assessment or Notice of Complaint to Appear (CPAN) No. 80395 to Daniel Kinney, doing business as Ambassador Tours (Respondent).  Respondent's place of business is located in Woody Creek, Colorado, which is in Pitkin County, Colorado.  The CPAN alleges that the asserted violations occurred in Pitkin County.  The CPAN commenced this docket. 

2. By Decision No. R06-1169-I, the hearing in this docket was scheduled to occur in Vail, Colorado on October 26, 2006.

3. In consideration of weather forecasts and potential logistical concerns, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) contacted the parties in anticipation of possible problems traveling to Vail for hearing and arranging communications if problems arise.

4. During the course of the conversation, Respondent explained that other plans will require his presence in Denver on October 31, 2006 and that he may be able to attend a hearing in Denver on that date.  Respondent and Staff subsequently conferred and confirmed that both parties could attend a hearing in Denver during the afternoon of October 31, 2006 and that neither party opposed rescheduling the hearing to occur at such time and place.  This was then conveyed to the ALJ during a telephone conference call.

5. The time when and place where any hearing required by article 6 of title 40, C.R.S., or article 4 of title 24, is fixed by the Commission.  § 40-6-108(4), C.R.S.  

6. Neither party opposing rescheduling the hearing and changing the location from Vail, Colorado to a specified time in Denver, Colorado, the order below will vacate the hearing in scheduled in Vail and reschedule a hearing to occur during the afternoon of October 31, 2006, at the offices of the Commission.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The hearing scheduled in Vail, Colorado on October 26, 2006, is vacated.
