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I. statement  
1. The procedural schedule currently governing this proceeding was established by Decision No. R06-1113-I.

2. On October 10, 2006, the Joint Unopposed Motion to Suspend Procedural Schedule Hearing and for Waiver of Response Time was filed by Qwest Corporation (Qwest), Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff), the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel, DIECA Communications, Inc., d/b/a Covad Communications Company (Covad); Eschelon Telecom of Colorado, Inc. (Eschelon); McLeodUSA Telecommunications Services, Inc. (McLeodUSA); and XO Communications Services, Inc. (XO) (collectively, the Parties).

3. As grounds for the motion, the Parties state that since entry of Decision No. R06-1113-I, Covad, Eschelon, McLeodUSA, and XO (collectively, Joint CLECs) and Qwest have engaged in settlement negotiations.  In order to allow settlement efforts to proceed, Joint CLECs and Qwest request that the “procedural schedule be suspended until November 13, 2006.”  More specifically, the Parties request that the suspension be limited to the Answer Testimony & Exhibits due October 11, 2006; Qwest Rebuttal testimony & Exhibits due November 21, 2006; and Corrected Testimony & Exhibits due December 5, 2006.  On or before November 13, 2006, the Joint CLECs and Qwest will announce settlement or submit a revised proposed procedural schedule.

4. The requested relief does not affect hearing dates currently scheduled.

5. No party opposes the relief requested.

6. Based upon good cause shown for the unopposed request, response time will be waived and the request will be granted as ordered below.  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. Response time to the Joint Unopposed Motion to Suspend Procedural Schedule Hearing and for Waiver of Response Time filed October 10, 2006, is waived.

2. The Joint Unopposed Motion to Suspend Procedural Schedule Hearing and for Waiver of Response Time filed October 10, 2006, is granted.

3. The deadline of October 11, 2006 for the filing of Answer Testimony & Exhibits due is vacated.  The deadline of November 21, 2006 for filing of Qwest Rebuttal testimony & Exhibits is vacated.  The deadline of December 5, 1006, for filing of Corrected Testimony & Exhibits is vacated.

4. On or before November 13, 2006, the Joint CLECs and Qwest shall file a status report proposing a procedural schedule to govern the remainder of this proceeding, be it consideration of settlement or a contested hearing.  If the status report does not propose a procedural schedule acceptable to all parties, that shall be clearly stated in the report.  A prehearing conference may be set by separate order.

5. This Order is effective immediately.
