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I. STATEMENT
1. On October 11, 2006, Rocky Mountain Natural Gas Company (Rocky Mountain) filed a motion to file the direct testimony and exhibits of Bradley Van Dyke past the due date for the filing.

2. Rocky Mountain states that by Decision No. C06-1016, mailed on August 31, 2006, the Commission directed Rocky Mountain to file its testimony and exhibits within 30 days of the effective date of the Decision, (October 2, 2006).

3. Rocky Mountain states that due to an administrative error and other pending matters, it failed to timely file its direct testimony and exhibits.  Rocky Mountain late-filed its testimony and exhibits on October 11, 2006.

4. Rocky Mountain proposes that Staff and intervenors be given an extra seven business days (November 23, 2006) to file their responsive testimonies and exhibits.  Rocky Mountain also proposes that the time for it to file its rebuttal testimony and exhibits be reduced by seven business days.

5. Rocky Mountain’s proposal to grant Staff and intervenors extra time to file answer testimony and an extension of time for Staff and intervenors is reasonable. The motion will be granted. 
6. On October 23, 2006, Intervenors AM Gas Transfer Corp., United Energy Trading, LLC, American Gypsum Company, Enserco Energy Inc., Rocky Mountain Natural Gas Company and Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (collectively, the Parties) filed a joint motion to amend certain pre-filing dates and to vacate and re-set the hearing date.  

7. The Parties propose to adjust the pre-filing dates set in the Commission’s suspension order (Decision No. C06-1016, mailed on August 31, 2006), to vacate the hearing date of December 20, 2006, and to re-set the hearing date on January 25, 2007.

8. Under the provisions of Section 40-6-111(1), C.R.S. the Commission has the power to suspend the tariffs for a maximum period of 210 days or, in this docket, through March 30, 2007.  The hearing in this docket is currently set for December 20, 2006.  The Parties propose to re-set the hearing date to January 25, 2006.  The Parties proposal does not allow sufficient time for the issuance of a final administrative decision.  The current hearing date of December 20, 2006 provides sufficient time for the hearing, the filing of statements of position/briefs, a recommended decision, the preparation of a transcript, the filing of exceptions, and the issuance of a final commission decision.  Therefore, the motion of the Parties to adjust the pre-filing dates as proposed in the motion, and the request to vacate and re-set the hearing will be denied.  

II. ORDER

A. It is Ordered that:

1. The motion of Rocky Mountain Natural Gas Company to file the direct testimony and exhibits of Bradley Van Dyke past the due date established in Commission Decision No. C06-1016, and to adjust the pre-filing schedule to allow extra time for Intervenors and Staff to file answer testimony and other proposed adjustments is granted.

2. The joint motion of the Parties to amend pre-filing dates and to vacate and re-set the hearing date is denied.

3. The pre-filing dates are adjusted as follows:

Intervenor and Staff answer testimony
November 23, 2006

Rebuttal/cross answer testimony
December 13, 2006

4. The hearing date of December 20, 2006 will remain as set in Decision No. C06-1016.

5. This Order is effective immediately.
