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I. statement
1. On September 8, 2006, Qwest Corporation (Qwest) filed a Petition for Arbitration (Petition) seeking Commission arbitration of an interconnection agreement (ICA) between Qwest and Eschelon Telecom, Inc. (Eschelon).  Eschelon has filed its response to the Petition.  The parties have waived the statutory deadline.  Decision No. R06-1153-I.  

2. By Decision No. C06-1110, the Commission assigned this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for hearing.  The Commission also determined that it will issue an initial decision in this matter.  

3. By Decision No. R06-1153-I, the ALJ established the procedural schedule and scheduled the hearing for this proceeding.  

4. On October 31, 2006, the parties filed a Joint Motion to Modify Procedural Schedule [Motion] and for Waiver of Response Time [Request].
  In that filing the parties seek to vacate and to reschedule the hearing dates and to modify the remainder of the procedural schedule.  The filing contains the parties' proposal for a new schedule.  

5. The Motion states good cause.  As it is a joint filing, no party will be prejudiced by granting the Motion.  The Motion will be granted.  The hearing will be rescheduled, and the procedural schedule will be modified as proposed by the parties.  

6. The following procedural schedule will be adopted:  (a) on or before December 15, 2006, Qwest and Eschelon each will file its direct testimony and exhibits; (b) on or before March 26, 2007, Qwest and Eschelon each will file its answer testimony and exhibits; (c) on or before April 10, 2007, Qwest and Eschelon each will file its rebuttal testimony and exhibits; (d) on or before April 13, 2007, Qwest and Eschelon each will file its corrected testimony and exhibits; (e) on or before April 13, 2007, Qwest and Eschelon each will file its prehearing motions; (f) on or before April 13, 2007, Qwest and Eschelon will file a Final Joint Issues Matrix; (g) on or before April 13, 2007, Qwest and Eschelon will file any stipulation reached; (h) hearing in this matter will be held April 17 through 20 and April 23 through 27, 2007; and (i) Qwest and Eschelon each will file a post-hearing statement of position on a date to be determined.  

7. The Final Joint Issue Matrix will use the same format as that used for the Issues Matrix filed as Exhibit 1 to the Petition.  

8. The filings listed in ¶ 6, above, will be ordered to be filed both in paper copy and in word-searchable electronic format (Microsoft Word).  

9. Pursuant to Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-2-2565(e), Qwest and Eschelon will be ordered to file a transcript of the hearing of this matter no later than one day following the conclusion of the hearing.  The cost of the hearing transcript will be ordered to be shared equally by Qwest and Eschelon.  

10. With respect to the filing of corrected testimony and exhibits, the parties are advised that, absent a showing of good cause, no corrections to testimony or to exhibits will be permitted to be made at hearing.  

11. With respect to discovery, the provisions of Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1405 apply in this proceeding.  Except in testimony or as necessary to support a motion, parties shall not file discovery requests and responses with the Commission.  Motions pertaining to discovery issues are not subject to ¶ 6, above, and may be filed at any time; responses will be made in writing unless otherwise ordered; and the ALJ will hold hearings on discovery motions as soon as practicable after a motion and response are filed.  

12. No prehearing conference will be scheduled at this time.  If a party is of the opinion that a prehearing conference is necessary, the party may file an appropriate motion.  

13. The parties and their witnesses shall provide the following information for each FCC decision which they cite:  the name of the decision or order, the name of the docket, the docket number, the FCC decision number, the FCC Record cite, and the release date.  

14. The parties and their witnesses shall provide the decision number when referring to a Commission decision.  

15. As the Motion is filed by both parties, the Request will be granted.  Response time to the Motion will be waived.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Joint Motion to Modify Procedural Schedule is granted.  

2. The hearing in this matter scheduled for March 13 through 16 and March 19 through 23, 2007 is vacated.

The following procedural schedule is adopted:  (a) on or before December 15, 2006, Qwest and Eschelon each will file its direct testimony and exhibits; (b) on or before March 26, 2007, Qwest and Eschelon each will file its answer testimony and exhibits; (c) on or before April 10, 2007, Qwest and Eschelon each will file its rebuttal testimony and exhibits; (d) on or before April 13, 2007, Qwest and Eschelon each will file its corrected testimony and exhibits; (e) on or before April 13, 2007, Qwest and Eschelon each will file its prehearing motions; (f) on or before April 13, 2007, Qwest and Eschelon will file a Final Joint Issues Matrix; (g) on or before April 13, 2007, Qwest and Eschelon will file any stipulation reached; and (h) Qwest and Eschelon each shall file a post-hearing statement of position on a date to be determined.  

6. The parties shall make the filings set out in this Order and discussed above.  

7. The filings listed in Ordering Paragraph 5, above, shall be filed both in paper copy and in word-searchable electronic format (Microsoft Word).  

8. Qwest and Eschelon shall file a transcript of the hearing of this matter no later than one day following the conclusion of the hearing.  The cost of the hearing transcript shall be shared equally by Qwest and Eschelon.  

9. The parties shall abide by the requirements set out in this Order and discussed above.  

10. The Joint Motion for Waiver of Response Time is granted.  

11. Response time to the Joint Motion to Modify Procedural Schedule is waived.  

12. This Order is effective immediately.
