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I. statement  

1. On September 22, 2006, Isaak V. Soltanovich, doing business as Happy Travel (Happy Travel), filed a verified Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire (Application).  Mr. Soltanovich filed the Application as an individual.  Happy Travel did not provide its list of witnesses and copies of its exhibits at the time the Application was filed.  The Application commenced this proceeding.  

2. On October 2, 2006, the Commission issued a Notice of Application Filed in which it noticed the Application; established an intervention period; and established a procedural schedule.  The procedural schedule is set out below for the convenience of the parties.  

3. On October 25, 2006, The Colorado Sightseer, Inc., filed an intervention of right.  The Colorado Sightseer, Inc., is not represented by counsel.  The Colorado Sightseer, Inc., has not filed a list of its witnesses and copies of its exhibits.  

4. On October 25, 2006, Kids Wheels, LLC, intervened of right.  Kids Wheels, LLC, is not represented by counsel.  Kids Wheels, LLC, has not filed a list of its witnesses and copies of its exhibits.  

5. On October 25, 2006, Casino Transportation, Inc., intervened of right.  Casino Transportation, Inc., is represented by counsel.  Casino Transportation, Inc., has filed a preliminary list of its witnesses and copies of its exhibits.  

6. On October 25, 2006, Four Winds, Inc., doing business as People's Choice Transportation, Inc. (Four Winds), intervened of right.  Four Winds is represented by counsel.  Four Winds has filed a preliminary list of its witnesses and copies of its exhibits.  

7. On October 30, 2006, Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc. (Shamrock Taxi), intervened of right.  Shamrock Taxi is represented by counsel.  Shamrock Taxi has filed an initial list of its witnesses and copies of its exhibits.  

8. On October 30, 2006, Vail Valley Transportation, Inc. (Vail Valley), intervened of right.  Vail Valley is represented by counsel.  Vail Valley has filed an initial list of its witnesses and copies of its exhibits.  

9. On October 30, 2006, Vail Valley Taxi, Inc. (Vail Valley Taxi) intervened of right.  Vail Valley Taxi is represented by counsel.  Vail Valley Taxi has filed an initial list of its witnesses and copies of its exhibits.  

10. On November 1, 2006, Veolia Transportation Services, Inc., formerly known as Connex Transit, Inc., doing business as Boulder SuperShuttle and/or Boulder Airporter and/or Boulder Airport Shuttle and/or Boulder Express Shuttle (Veolia), intervened of right.  Veolia is represented by counsel.  Veolia has not filed a list of its witnesses and copies of its exhibits.  

11. On November 1, 2006, SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc. (SuperShuttle), intervened of right.  SuperShuttle is represented by counsel.  SuperShuttle has not filed a list of its witnesses and copies of its exhibits.  

12. On November 1, 2006, MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi &/or Taxi Latino (Metro Taxi), intervened of right.  Metro Taxi is represented by counsel.  Metro Taxi has not filed a list of its witnesses and copies of its exhibits.  

13. The intervention period has expired.  No other person timely has intervened or timely has filed a petition for leave to intervene in this proceeding.  

14. The Commission established the following procedural schedule in this matter:  (a) on or before November 13, 2006, Happy Travel is to file its list of witnesses and copies of the exhibits which it intends to offer at hearing; and (b) on or before November 21, 2006, each intervenor is to file its list of witnesses and copies of the exhibits which it intends to offer at hearing.
  

15. In addition to the procedural schedule established by the Commission, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) will order the following additional filing:  on or before noon on November 27, 2006, the parties shall file any stipulation reached in this proceeding.  The parties will be ordered to provide a copy of any stipulation directly to the office of the ALJ; this requirement will not reduce the number of copies which must be filed with the Commission.  

16. Hearing in this matter will be scheduled for November 29, 2006.  

17. The parties are advised that if a party does not meet the requirements of the procedural schedule and of this Order and if a party does not show good cause for its failure to meet the requirements, then the Commission may dismiss the Application or may dismiss an intervention, either upon the motion of a party or upon the Commission's own motion.  The Commission also may take any action which, in its discretion, the Commission finds to be appropriate.  

18. All parties are further advised that this proceeding is governed by the Rules of Practice and Procedure found at 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1 Part 1.  The ALJ expects the parties to comply with these Rules.  The Rules are available on the Commission’s website (www.dora.state.co./puc) and in hard copy from the Commission.  

19. The Commission deemed the Application complete, within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., as of November 8, 2006.
