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I. STATEMENT
1. On October 2, 2006, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed its Application for an Order Approving its Solar Energy Purchase Agreement with Sun E Alamosa1, LLC, dated September 1, 2006 (Application).  The Application commenced this docket.

2. Public Service, Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff), Mr. Sol Shapiro, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC), Ratepayers United of Colorado, SunEdison, LLC, and Colorado Solar Energy Industry Association are the only parties to this docket.  See Decision C06-1255.

3. By Decision R06-1299-I, a prehearing conference was scheduled to select a hearing date and address any other matters raised by the parties.  Parties were also informed that the hearing was anticipated to be scheduled between December 4, 2006, and December 8, 2006 and that efforts should be made to maximize flexibility of scheduling during such time.  At the assigned time and place, the prehearing conference was conducted.  

4. All parties except Ratepayers United of Colorado appeared and participated in the conference.  Ms. Hardin conveyed to all parties that she would not be able to attend at that time.  Although instructions were provided to participate by telephone, she was apparently not able to do so.  The ALJ read a portion of an email submitted to all parties and the ALJ regarding hearing dates stating, “I should let you know that I am unavailable between December 7 and 13.”

5. Public Service proposed modifications to the procedures ordered in Decision No. R06-1299-I.  The unopposed modifications are reasonable and will be ordered below.

6. Public Service proposed modification ¶ II.A.13 of Decision No. R06-1299-I, to eliminate the requirement that, to the extent possible, parties must serve electronic documents in searchable Adobe PDF.  In order to avoid inadvertent disclosure of confidential information, Public Service requests that non-searchable Adobe PDF format be used.  CoSEIA opposed the request due to the burdensome nature of working with documents that are not searchable.
7. Public Service stated good grounds for the request to modify the procedural order and it will be modified as ordered below.  In ruling, the ALJ also noted the provision that ¶ II.A.13 of Decision No. R06-1299-I requires each party shall to file with the Commission an electronic copy of its testimony and exhibits on a 3.5” floppy disk or CD ROM in both the underlying executable electronic format and Adobe PDF.  Accordingly, a party may retrieve public copies of testimony and exhibits filed in executable electronic format.

8. Oral argument was allowed on Public Service’s Second Motion for Extraordinary Protection of Bid Information filed on October 24, 2006 and CoSEIA’s response in opposition thereto and request for reconsideration of Decision No. R06-1299-I as to the granting of Public Service’s Motion for Extraordinary Protection of Bid Information filed October 2, 2006. The matter was taken under advisement and will be ruled upon by separate order. 

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The procedural schedule ordered in  ¶II.A.9 of Decision No. R06-1299-I is modified as follows:

Service of confidential material must be made in accordance with ¶II.A.14 of Decision No. R06-1299-I. 

3. The first sentence of ¶II.A.13 of Decision No. R06-1299-I, regarding searchable Adobe PDF format, is stricken.
