I. statement
1. Applicant, Ygnition Networks, Inc. (Ygnition) filed the captioned application with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission on September 8, 2006 (Application).  The Application commenced this docket.  Public notice of the Application was provided on September 11, 2006.  On October 20, 2006, the Staff of the Commission (Staff) filed a timely intervention in this matter.  On October 25, 2006, by minute entry at the Commission’s Weekly Meeting, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge.  Applicant did not file its direct testimony and exhibits with the Application.    

2. Pursuant to Decision No. R06-1311-I, a prehearing conference in this proceeding is scheduled for November 29, 2006.  

3. On November 15, 2006, Staff of the Commission’s Unopposed Motion to Vacate Pre-Hearing Scheduling Conference and Waiver of Response Time was filed.  Staff reports that the parties have reached a settlement in principal of all issues in the docket and requests that the prehearing conference be vacated so that the parties may memorialize the terms of settlement.  Waiver of response time is requested based upon the unopposed nature of the request.

4. If accepted by the Commission, the parties believe the settlement resolves all contested matters.  Then, it may be eligible for processing under the Commission’s modified, no-hearing procedure.  See, § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., and Rule 1403 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.

5. Good cause has been shown to waive response time to the unopposed request.

6. As a result of the settlement, and upon good cause having been shown, the prehearing conference scheduled for November 29, 2006, will be vacated.  

II. order
A. It Is Ordered That:
1. The prehearing conference scheduled for November 29, 2006, is vacated.
