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I. statement
1. By Decision No. C06-0945, the Commission opened this investigatory proceeding.  The Commission assigned this proceeding to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

2. By Decision No. R06-1253-I, as pertinent here, the ALJ scheduled a prehearing conference in this matter for November 17, 2006.  The ALJ also identified the matters for discussion and directed Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or PSCo) to undertake specified responsibilities.  

3. On November 16, 2006, Public Service filed an Uncontested Motion to Vacate and Reschedule Prehearing Conference (Motion).  In that filing, PSCo requests that the prehearing conference scheduled for November 17, 2006 be vacated; states that PSCo employees whose assistance is necessary are unavailable on the date of the prehearing conference; and represents that no participant in this investigation docket opposes the request.  Public Service asks that the prehearing conference be held on December 8, 2006.  

4. The Motion states good cause.  As no participant opposes the Motion, no participant will be prejudiced if the Motion is granted.  The Motion will be granted.  The prehearing conference scheduled for November 17, 2006 will be vacated.  A prehearing conference will be scheduled for December 8, 2006.  

5. At the December 8, 2006 prehearing conference, the participants will be prepared to discuss the matters outlined in Decision No. R06-1235-I.  In addition, at or before the prehearing conference, PSCo will provide the materials requested by the ALJ in that Order.  

6. The Motion is unopposed.  No party will be prejudiced if the time for filing a response to the Motion is waived.  The time for filing a response to the Motion will be waived.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Uncontested Motion to Vacate and Reschedule Prehearing Conference filed by Public Service Company of Colorado is granted.  

2. The prehearing conference scheduled for November 17, 2006 is vacated.
