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I. STATEMENT, FINDINGS, AND CONCLUSIONS

1. On November 15, 2006, Lake Durango Water Company (LDWC) filed an unopposed motion to vacate prehearing conference and to establish a schedule for evidentiary submissions.

2. LDWC states that all parties to the instant proceeding have agreed to a pre-hearing schedule, and a hearing date to be scheduled between mid-April, 2007 and June, 2007.

3. The unopposed motion will be granted.
