I. statement 
1. On October 31, 2006, Adams County E-911 Emergency Telephone Service Authority’s (Adams County) Motion to Amend Complaint was filed.  Pursuant to Rule 1309, of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1, Adams County requests leave to amend the Complaint.  A copy of the Amended Complaint was attached to the Motion to Amend Complaint.

2. On October 31, 2006, the Motion to Intervene by Jefferson County Emergency Telephone Service Authority (Jefferson County), Arapahoe County E-911 Emergency Communications Service Authority (Arapahoe County), and Larimer Emergency Telephone Authority Board (Larimer County) was filed.  Jefferson County, Arapahoe County and Larimer County request leave pursuant to Rule 1401, 4 CCR 723-1, to intervene in this proceeding upon good cause.  

3. On November 15, 2006, Qwest’s Unopposed Motion to Amend Procedural Schedule and for Waiver of Response Time was filed.  Qwest proposes modifications to the procedural schedule.  All parties support Qwest’s request.  Therefore, it is appropriate that response time be waived.

4. No response has been filed to any of the above-referenced motions. Under the provisions of Rule 1400 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1, the motions may, therefore, be deemed confessed.

5. Good cause having been shown, the motions will be granted.  

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Response time to Qwest’s Unopposed Motion to Amend Procedural Schedule and for Waiver of Response Time filed November 15, 2006, is waived

2. Adams County E-911 Emergency Telephone Service Authority’s (Adams County) Motion to Amend Complaint filed October 31, 2006, is granted.

3. The Motion to Intervene by Jefferson County Emergency Telephone Service Authority (Jefferson County), Arapahoe County E-911 Emergency Communications Service Authority (Arapahoe County), and Larimer Emergency Telephone Authority Board (Larimer County) filed October 31, 2006, is granted.

4. Qwest’s Unopposed Motion to Amend Procedural Schedule and for Waiver of Response Time filed November 15, 2006, is granted.

5. As parties to this proceeding, and except as modified herein, Jefferson County, Arapahoe County, and Larimer County shall take this case as it is found and shall follow the procedures previously ordered in this docket. 

6. In order to accommodate the Commission’s recordkeeping functions, ensure notice of claims, and initiate response time, Jefferson County, Arapahoe County, and Larimer County shall file their claims for relief, and Qwest may plead any claims against Jefferson County, Arapahoe County, and Larimer County, in a manner consistent with Rule 1302 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1.  Such pleading shall be filed as soon as possible, and no later than November 30, 2006.

7. In order to accommodate the Commission’s recordkeeping functions, ensure notice of claims, and initiate response time, Adams County shall file and serve its Amended Complaint as soon as possible, and no later than November 30, 2006.

8. The procedural scheduled ordered in Decision No. R06-1109-I is modified to allow filing of any motion to dismiss on or before December 15, 2006.  Response time under Rule 1400 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1, to any motion to dismiss filed shall be thirty days.

9. This Order is effective immediately.
