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I. STATEMENT
1. On July 18, 2006, the Board of County Commissions of the County of Logan, State of Colorado, filed its Motion for Additional Orders Concerning Construction and Maintenance Agreement.  

2. The parties had been unable to reach agreement for installation and maintenance of appropriate crossbuck and stop signs necessary to comply with Decision No. C05-1136.  Based thereupon, Logan County requested further orders of the Commission to resolve the issues that have prevented the successful negotiation of a complete agreement.  By Decisions No. C06-0901, the Commission referred the motion to an administrative law judge (ALJ) for hearing.

3. In accordance with Decision No. R06-1038-I, a prehearing conference was held to schedule a hearing, establish a procedural schedule in this matter, and address any other matters raised by the parties.   At the assigned time and place, the conference was conducted.  All parties appeared and participated.

4. The parties reported that a settlement in principle had been reached and that the terms thereof were being reduced to writing.  Upon that basis, no further actions were taken during the prehearing conference.

5. On November 15, 2006, the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Logan, State of Colorado submitted its Notice and Filing of Construction and Maintenance Agreement required by Paragraph II.A.7. of Decision No. C05-1136.

6. Based upon a review of the matter referred to an ALJ by Decision No. C06-0901, the Notice and Filing of Construction and Maintenance Agreement, and the representation of the parties during the prehearing conference, it appears that the parties resolved the disputed issues leading to the referral to the undersigned ALJ.  

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The disputed matters referred to the undersigned Administrative Law Judge are resolved. 

2. This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.  

3. As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.  

If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-114, C.R.S.

If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the procedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stipulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.

4. If exceptions to this Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded.
