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I. statement  

1. On July 5, 2006, Colorado Natural Gas, Inc. (CNG), filed Advice Letter No. 32-Gas, with accompanying tariff sheets.
  On August 9, 2006, CNG filed Amended Advice Letter No. 32-Gas, with accompanying tariff sheets.
  

2. By Decision No. C06-0841, the Commission established an intervention period.  The Staff of the Commission (Staff) timely intervened of right and contests the proposed tariffs.  The Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) timely intervened of right and contests the proposed tariffs.
