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I. statement  

1. On September 22, 2006, Isaak V. Soltanovich, doing business as Happy Travel (Happy Travel or Applicant), filed a verified Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire (Application).  The Application commenced this proceeding.  

2. On October 2, 2006, the Commission issued a Notice of Application Filed in which it noticed the Application.  Seven carriers timely intervened of right.  Each intervenor opposes the Application and asks that it be denied.  

3. The Commission deemed the Application complete, within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., as of November 8, 2006.  Absent waiver of the statutory provisions by Happy Travel or a Commission finding of extraordinary circumstances, a Commission decision in this proceeding should issue no later than 210 days following November 8, 2006 (i.e., on or before June 6, 2007).  Sections 40-6-109.5(2) and 40-6-109.5(4), C.R.S.  

4. By Decision No. R06-1338-I, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) vacated the then-scheduled hearing date and ordered parties to make various filings.
  

5. Based on the filings made by the intervenors, there are issues which have not been resolved by the restrictive amendments filed on November 14, 2006 and on November 27, 2006.  As a result, a hearing needs to be scheduled in this matter.  

6. Applicant will be ordered to file, on or before December 20, 2006, a list of three proposed hearing dates which are satisfactory to all parties in this matter.  In addition, Applicant will be ordered to file, on or before December 20, 2006, a list of the intervenors which still oppose the Application notwithstanding the restrictive amendments.
  

7. In determining the hearing date, one must be aware of the deadline stated in ¶ 3, above.  The proposed hearing dates, then, must be no later than March 1, 2007.  

8. The ALJ will review the proposed dates and, if possible, will select one.  In the Order which schedules the hearing, the ALJ will set out the procedural schedule for this matter.  

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. On or before December 20, 2006, Isaak V. Soltanovich, doing business as Happy Travel, will file a list of three proposed hearing dates which are satisfactory to all parties.  

On or before December 20, 2006, Isaak V. Soltanovich, doing business as Happy 

Travel, shall file a list of the intervenors which still oppose the Application notwithstanding the restrictive amendments.  

2. This Order is effective immediately.
