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I. statement

1. The captioned application of Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc. (Alpine Taxi) was filed with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) on October 16, 2006.  Public notice of the application was provided in the Commission’s Notice of Applications Filed (Notice) on October 30, 2006.
2. On November 30, 2006, an Intervention was filed in this matter by Rainbows, Inc. (Rainbows).

3. On December 4, 2006, Alpine Taxi filed a motion to strike or dismiss Rainbows’ Intervention (Motion to Dismiss); to bifurcate the application (Motion to Bifurcate); to waive or shorten response time (Motion to Waive/Shorten); to enlarge the time for Alpine Taxi to file it witness and exhibits list (Motion to Enlarge); and for expedited action (Motion to Expedite).  

4. On December 6, 2006, the Commission deemed the application complete and referred it to the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.

5. Other than its desire to expedite this proceeding, Alpine Taxi has presented no compelling reason to waive or shorten the time for Rainbows to respond to the Motion to Dismiss or the Motion to Bifurcate.  Therefore, the Motion to Waive/Shorten and the Motion to Expedite will be denied.

6. The Motion to Enlarge will also be denied.  In the event the Motion to Dismiss is denied and the matter is not otherwise resolved, the ALJ intends to conduct a pre-hearing conference for the purpose of setting a hearing date and establishing new deadlines for filing supplemental witness/exhibits lists.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The motions to waive or shorten response time; to enlarge the time for filing witness and exhibits lists; and for expedited action filed by Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc. are denied.
2. Any desired responses to the motions to strike or dismiss the intervention of Rainbows, Inc. or to bifurcate this application filed by Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc. shall be submitted on or before December 18, 2006.

3. This Order shall be effective immediately.
