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I. statement

1. On November 28, 2006, E&E Services, Inc. (formerly known as E&E Services, LLC) (Applicant) filed a Motion for Discovery Sanctions (Motion).  Applicant requests that the intervention of MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi &/or Taxi Latino (Metro Taxi) be stricken, or in the alternative, an order to compel discovery.

2. Applicant states that it served discovery requests on Metro Taxi on November 9, 2006.  Metro Taxi responded to Applicant’s discovery by fax on November 22, 2006, with a hard copy on November 27, 2006. Applicant and Metro Taxi also agreed to December 8, 2006 for supplementation of discovery by Metro Taxi.

3. Applicant contends that Metro Taxi has substantially failed in good faith to respond to Applicant’s discovery requests. Applicant believes that Metro Taxi’s discovery responses are evasive and incomplete.

4. No response to the Motion was filed by Metro Taxi.

5. Upon a review of the discovery requests, and responses, attached to Applicant’s Motion, it appears that Metro Taxi substantially responded to Applicant’s discovery.  In addition, Metro Taxi committed to supplement the responses on or before December 8, 2006.  Thus discovery sanctions are not warranted.  The Motion will be denied. 

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion for Discovery Sanctions filed by E&E Services, Inc. is denied.

2. This Order is effective immediately.
