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I. statement  

1. On July 5, 2006, Colorado Natural Gas, Inc. (CNG), filed Advice Letter No. 32-Gas.  Tariff sheets accompanied that Advice Letter.  The Commission suspended the proposed tariffs for investigation and hearing.  Decision No. C06-0841.  

2. On August 9, 2006, CNG filed Amended Advice Letter No. 32-Gas.  In response to this filing, the Commission extended the suspension period.  Decision No. C06-0996.  

3. By Decision No. C06-0841, the Commission established an intervention period.  The Staff of the Commission (Staff) timely intervened of right and contests the proposed tariffs.  The Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) timely intervened of right and contests the proposed tariffs.  The parties in this matter are CNG, Staff, and OCC.  

4. By Decision No. R06-1050-I, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) established a procedural schedule and scheduled hearing dates.  

5. The hearing commenced as scheduled on December 13, 2006.  The hearing continued on December 14, 15, and 20, 2006 but was not completed.  It is necessary to schedule additional hearings on January 8 and 12, 2007.  The parties have agreed to these dates.  

6. As a result of the additional days of hearing, it is necessary to modify the procedural schedule to change the date for the filing of post-hearing statements of position.  The parties have agreed to a filing date of January 31, 2007, which the ALJ finds to be acceptable.  No response to the post-hearing statements of position will be permitted.  

7. Another effect of the additional hearing days is the possible expiration of the statutory time for Commission decision on the proposed tariffs.  CNG has agreed to file a Second Amended Advice Letter No. 32-Gas to change the proposed effective date of the tariffs to account for the additional hearing dates and the filing of post-hearing statements of position.  CNG will be ordered to address the Second Amended Advice Letter No. 32-Gas as a preliminary matter at the hearing scheduled for January 8, 2007.  

II. ORDER  

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. Additional hearing in this matter is scheduled for the following dates, beginning at the following times, at the following location:

2. The procedural schedule adopted in Decision No. R06-1050-I is modified as follows:  on or before January 31, 2007, each party shall file its post-hearing statement of position, to which no response will be permitted.  

3. As a preliminary matter at the hearing scheduled for January 8, 2007, Colorado Natural Gas, Inc. shall discuss the filing of a Second Amended Advice Letter No. 32-Gas, the purpose of which amended Advice Letter is to extend the effective date of the proposed tariffs.  

4. This Order is effective immediately.
