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I. statement  
1. On June 29, 2006, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or PSCo) filed an application asking the Commission to open a proceeding to discuss demand-side management (DSM) issues.
  By Decision No C06-0945, the Commission granted PSCo's application, in part; opened Docket No. 06I-448E (the instant proceeding); and closed Docket No. 06A-372E.  By Decision No. C06-0941, the Commission assigned this proceeding to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

2. By Decision No. R06-1253-I, the ALJ granted the interventions of the Colorado Governor's Office of Energy Management and Conservation; the City of Boulder; the City and County of Denver; Climax Molybdenum Company; CF&I Steel, LP, doing business as Rocky Mountain Steel Mills; Southwest Energy Efficiency Project; and Western Resource Advocates.
  The Commission designated Public Service as an indispensable participant.  The Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel and Staff of the Commission (Staff) are participants of right.  

3. In Decision No. R06-1253-I, the ALJ also ordered Public Service to provide to the ALJ certain documents which had been filed in other Commission proceedings, which are relevant to this investigation, and which the ALJ did not have.  Id. at ¶ I.16.  On December 7, 2006, Public Service provided the requested documents, including all confidential and highly confidential materials, to the ALJ.  Among the documents provided was a document entitled Highly Confidential All-Source RFP Bid Evaluation Report.  This report was filed with the Commission in Consolidated Dockets No. 04A-214E et al.  

4. On December 8, 2006, Public Service filed its First Motion for Extraordinary Protection (Motion).  In that filing, PSCo requests an order in this proceeding which affords extraordinary protection to the Highly Confidential All-Source RFP Bid Evaluation Report.  Public Service states that, in Decision No. C06-0046, the Commission limited access to the Highly Confidential All-Source RFP Bid Evaluation Report to the following persons:  Commissioners, Commission Advisory Staff, Commission Staff, the Office of Consumer Counsel, and their legal counsel.
  Public Service requests that same treatment for the Highly Confidential All-Source RFP Bid Evaluation Report in the instant investigation docket.  

5. The time for filing a response to the Motion has expired.  Review of the Commission's file in this matter reveals that no response to the Motion was filed.  The Motion is unopposed.  

The Motion states good cause, and no participant will be prejudiced if the Motion 

6. is granted.  The Motion will be granted.  The Highly Confidential All-Source RFP Bid Evaluation Report will be afforded in this proceeding the same highly confidential treatment it was afforded by Decision No. C06-0046, entered in Consolidated Dockets No. 04A-214E et al.  

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. First Motion for Extraordinary Protection filed by Public Service Company of Colorado is granted.  

2. The Highly Confidential All-Source RFP Bid Evaluation Report provided to the Administrative Law Judge in this docket is afforded the same highly confidential treatment it was afforded by Decision No. C06-0046, entered in Consolidated Dockets No. 04A-214E et al.  

3. In this docket, only the following persons shall have access to the Highly Confidential All-Source RFP Bid Evaluation Report:  Commissioners, the Administrative Law Judge, Commission Advisory Staff, Commission Staff, the Office of Consumer Counsel, and their legal counsel.  

4. Commission Advisory Staff, Commission Staff, the Office of Consumer Counsel, and their legal counsel who either use the Highly Confidential All-Source RFP Bid Evaluation Report in this proceeding or access the Highly Confidential All-Source RFP Bid Evaluation Report for use in this proceeding must sign and file with the Commission non-disclosure agreements.  Each such person must also provide to Public Service Company a copy of the signed non-disclosure agreement filed with the Commission.  

This Order is effective immediately.
