I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. On November 17, 2006 MEYLO, LLC, doing business as Big Sky Airport Shuttle filed an application seeking authority to suspend operations authorized by Item (II) of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 55519.  Item (II) reads as follows:  transportation of passengers in scheduled service, between any one point other than a hotel, motel, motor inn, or other place of public lodging, located within a one and one half mile radius of the Denver West Marriott, 1717 Denver West Marriott Boulevard, Golden, Colorado, on the one hand, and on the other hand, all points within a three-mile radius of each of the following points:  the Hyatt Regency Hotel, Beaver Creek, Colorado; the Vail Transportation Center, Vail, Colorado; the Keystone Lodge, Keystone, Colorado; the post office, Breckenridge, Colorado; the Mountain Plaza Building, Copper Mountain, Colorado; and the intersection of Colorado Highway 9 and U.S. Interstate Highway 70, Silverthorne, Colorado.  Item Number (II) is restricted to serving points named in the carrier's schedule on file with the Commission.
2. The period of the requested suspension is from December 1, 2006 through May 31, 2007

3. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on November 27, 2006.

4. Vail Valley Transportation, Inc. and Vail Valley Taxi, Inc. filed interventions on December 26, 2006 opposing a grant of this application.

5. Vail Valley Transportation, Inc. and Vail Valley Taxi, Inc. subsequently filed a Withdrawal Of Intervention on January 2, 2006.  This filing requests the withdrawal of the interventions filed by Vail Valley Transportation, Inc. and Vail Valley Taxi, Inc. in Docket No. 06A-632CP.

6. The proceeding is uncontested.  Under § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., this matter may be determined without a hearing.

7. The information submitted with this application warrants the granting of the requested suspension.

8. The application for authority to suspend operations under a portion of CPCN PUC No. 55519 is in the public interest.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. This application was deemed complete on January 3, 2007, within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.
2. The request filed by Vail Valley Transportation, Inc. and Vail Valley Taxi, Inc. to withdraw their intervention in Docket No. 06A-632CP is granted.

3. The application filed by MEYLO, LLC, doing business as Big Sky Airport Shuttle for authority to suspend operations under Item (II) of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55519 is granted.

4. The suspension of motor vehicle operations under the above-described portion of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55519 is authorized from December 1, 2006 through May 31, 2007.

5. On or before May 1, 2007 MEYLO, LLC, doing business as Big Sky Airport Shuttle shall file a written request either to reinstate the suspended portion of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55519 or to extend the suspension period.

6. Prior to reinstatement of the suspended portion, MEYLO, LLC, doing business as Big Sky Airport Shuttle shall:  (a) pay to the Commission the applicable vehicle identification fee for each vehicle to be operated under authority granted by the Commission; and (b) ensure that an effective tariff covering the portion to be reinstated, is on file with the Commission in compliance with applicable Commission rules.

7. The failure to file a written request either to reinstate the suspended portion of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55519 or to extend the suspension period on or before May 1, 2007 may result in revocation of the suspended portion of the certificate without further notice.

8. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, re-argument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.

9. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
