I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a request by Colorado Cab Company, LLC doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and/or Boulder Yellow Cab for a two-day extension of time to file a response to the exceptions filed by ER Express, Inc. to Recommended Decision No. R06-1367.
2. ER Express, Inc. filed an application to requesting to extend operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 55742 on May 30, 2006.  The Commission noticed the application as Docket No. 06A-315CP on June 26, 2006.

3. Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and/or Boulder Yellow Cab filed an intervention opposing a grant of this application on July 26, 2006.

4. A hearing, before an administrative law judge, was held on October 5 and 18, 2006.
5. The application of ER Express, Inc., for an Order of the Commission Authorizing an Extension of Operations under CPCN PUC No. 55742 was dismissed by the administrative law judge on November 21, 2006 in Decision No. R06-1367.

6. Exceptions to Decision No. R06-1367 were due on December 11, 2006.  ER Express, Inc. timely filed exceptions to Decision No. R06-1367 on December 11, 2006.

7. Any response to ER Express, Inc.’s exceptions was due on December 26, 2006.

8. Colorado Cab Company, LLC doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and/or Boulder Yellow Cab filed a Motion For 2-day Extension Of Time To File Response To Exceptions on December 26, 2006.

9. In this Motion Colorado Cab Company, LLC doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and/or Boulder Yellow Cab states that due to the holidays, last week’s blizzard, and other commitments, it requires additional time to prepare and file a response to ER Express, Inc.’s exceptions.
10. The Commission finds that Colorado Cab Company, LLC doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and/or Boulder Yellow Cab has shown good cause to grant an extension of time, to December 28, 2006, to file its Response to the exceptions of ER Express, Inc.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:
