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I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions
1. This matter comes before the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) for consideration of a request for an extension of time to comply with the requirements of Decision No. C06-1411 as filed by Dingo Travel, LLC.

2. Dingo Travel, LLC filed an application on October 27, 2006 for temporary authority to conduct operations as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of passengers and their baggage in call-and-demand limousine service between all points in the City of Fort Collins, State of Colorado.  This application was restricted to providing transportation service that originates or terminates on the portion of Mountain Avenue located between College Avenue and Mathews Street in the City of Fort Collins, State of Colorado.
3. The Commission gave notice of the application on November 13, 2006.

4. There were no interventions opposing a grant of the application.
5. The Commission granted the temporary authority application on December 1, 2006 in Decision No. C06-1411.

6. Ordering Paragraph (3) of Decision No. C06-1411 required that Dingo Travel, LLC file an appropriate tariff, a certificate of insurance, and pay the applicable vehicle identification fee within 30 days of the effective date of Decision No. C06-1441.
7. The effective date of Decision No. C06-1411 was its mailed date of December 1, 2006.  Therefore, Dingo Travel, LLC had until December 31, 2006 to comply with the filing requirements of Decision No. C06-1411.
8. Dingo Travel, LLC did file the certificate of insurance and pay the vehicle identification fee before December 31, 2006.  However, Dingo Travel, LLC did not file the appropriate tariff by December 31, 2006.

9. Jordan Coombs, the owner of Dingo Travel, LLC, submitted a tariff to the Commission on January 16, 2007.  Mr. Coombs also included a letter with this filing.
10. In this letter Mr. Coombs states “Dingo Travel apologizes for the tardiness of the Tariff in regards to our temporary authority.  Due to the preparation for the hearing of January 9, 2007 much of our time and efforts were diverted form our initial application.  We apologize for the inconvenience and appreciate the patience of the Public Utilities Commission.”

11. The Commission is aware that Dingo Travel, LLC is also the applicant in Docket No. 06A-450CP.  The hearing for the permanent authority requested in Docket No. 06A-450CP was held on January 9, 2007.  The Commission acknowledges that the preparation for the hearing on the permanent authority may have resulted in Dingo Travel, LLC not filing the tariff in a timely manner.
12. Therefore, the Commission finds that good cause has been shown to extend the time to comply with the filing requirements of Decision No. C06-1411.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The letter filed by Dingo Travel, LLC on January 16, 2007 is construed as a request to amend Decision No. C06-1411 and is granted.
2. Dingo Travel, LLC is granted an additional 20 days from the effective date of this Order to comply with the requirements of Decision No. C06-1411.
3. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
