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I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an application to extend operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 47426  filed by Levtzow, LLC, doing business as Mountain Limo (Applicant), on December 20, 2006.
2. Pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., the Commission gave notice of the application on December 26, 2006. 
3. On January 12, 2007, San Miguel Mountain Ventures, LLC, doing business as Telluride Express &/or Chauffeured Express filed an intervention to the application.
4. We have reviewed the application and find it incomplete.  While the application’s caption indicates that the application is for permanent authority, the body of the application requests temporary authority for one hundred eighty days.  Because the Applicant has failed to adequately identify the relief requested, the Commission has the discretion to dismiss the application.  See Rule 1303(b) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1.
5. Rather than dismissing the application in its entirety, we request that the Applicant file an amendment or supplement, pursuant to Rule 1309(a), 4 CCR 723-1, clarifying whether the application is for permanent authority.  
6. If the applicant files an amendment or supplement indicating that the application is for permanent authority, then, because the application has already been docketed and noticed as a permanent application,  the Commission will waive Rule 1309(a), 4 CCR 723-1, to the extent that it requires additional notice.
7. If the Applicant fails to file an amendment or supplement within fourteen days of the effective date of this order, then we will dismiss the application and close the docket without further order.
8. If, on the other hand, the Applicant intends the application to be for temporary authority, it is required to file a new application properly requesting a temporary authority and consequently, we will close this docket without further order.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The December 20, 2006, application of Levtzow, LLC, doing business as Mountain Limo (Applicant), to extend operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 47426 is dismissed as incomplete, and the instant docket is closed, unless Applicant files an amendment or supplement to its application within 14 days of the effective date of this order indicating that its application should be construed as a permanent application.
2. In the event that Applicant files an amendment or supplement indicating that its application should be construed as a permanent application, we shall waive the additional notice requirements of Rule 1309(a) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1.

3. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, re-argument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.
4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
