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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of Union Pacific Railroad Company’s (UP) Motion to Remove Documents Filed by the Applicant, Crystal Valley Metropolitan District No. 1 (Crystal Valley) on January 23, 2007.  Now being fully advised in the matter, we grant UP’s Motion consistent with the discussion below.
B. Background

2. On December 15, 2006 Crystal Valley filed comments in the above-captioned docket and attached several exhibits to the comments.  One of the exhibits attached was the confidential version of the Statement of Position which Crystal Valley filed earlier in the case. This inadvertent filing was discovered by counsel for UP who immediately contacted Crystal Valley about the matter.  Counsel for Crystal Valley gave UP permission to contact the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) concerning the release of confidential data, as neither counsel for UP or Crystal Valley was able to initiate a conference call.  Counsel for UP contacted the ALJ concerning the matter and orally moved that the confidential version of Crystal Valley’s Statement of Position be removed from the public file at the Commission and from the ALJ’s file.  The ALJ granted the motion but ordered the parties to file a pleading to memorialize the oral motion, which UP now does by this Motion.
C. Discussion and Conclusion
3. Because the confidential documents filed by Crystal Valley were inadvertent, we grant UP’s Motion and shall remove the non-public documents from all records at the Commission and place them under seal.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Union Pacific Railroad Company’s Motion to Remove Documents Filed by the Applicant, Crystal Valley Metropolitan District No. 1 (Crystal Valley) on January 23, 2007 is granted.

2. The non-public documents filed by Crystal Valley in the public file and attached to their “Comments” filed on December 15, 2006, shall be removed from all records at the Commission and placed under seal.
