I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of setting the remaining procedural schedule in this docket.  By Decision No. C07-0109, we vacated the current procedural schedule and set a pre-hearing conference for February 12, 2007.  Prior to commencement of the pre-hearing conference, the parties reached agreement on the testimony filing dates and hearing dates.  The parties propose filing Cross-Answer and Rebuttal Testimony on February 23, 2007; Supplemental Answer Testimony on March 9, 2007; and Supplemental Cross-Answer and Rebuttal Testimony be filed on March 30, 2007.   The parties also propose hearing dates of April 16 through 18, 2007 with April 19, 2007 held as a contingent date, should the hearings not conclude within three days.  

2. The statutory deadline for us to issue a Decision in this matter is May 23, 2007.  Commission Staff proposed moving the deadline for filing Statements of Position to May 4, 2007.  In order to provide sufficient time for the Commission to conduct the work necessary to complete this case, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) offered to waive the statutory 210-day deadline and timely file a pleading affirmatively waiving the deadline.  Based on that representation, we establish May 3, 2007 as the filing date for Statements of Position.

3. We find good cause to grant the proposed testimony filing dates, hearing dates, and the Statement of Position filing date.  All pleadings are due by 5:00 p.m. on their respective due date.  Parties are strongly encouraged to file searchable PDF file formats of their testimony and Statements of Position, in addition to the requisite number of hard copies that must be filed with the Commission.  We recognize that should a witness include confidential information within their testimony that a non-searchable (scanned) version of their testimony would be appropriate. 

4. We will hold a Public Comment Hearing on the first day of the evidentiary hearing on April 16, 2007, from 4:00 p.m. to 7:00 p.m.

5. We remind all parties that the proper scope of cross-answer testimony is to address the positions advocated in an intervenor’s answer testimony.  Parties should not use these new testimony filing dates as an opportunity to address an aspect of Public Service’s original application unless that position was altered in Public Service’s supplement.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Cross-Answer and Rebuttal Testimony shall be filed on February 23, 2007.  Supplemental Answer Testimony shall be filed on March 9, 2007; Supplemental Cross-Answer and Rebuttal Testimony shall be filed on March 30, 2007.

2. Hearings will be held April 16 through 18, 2007 with April 19, 2007 held in reserve as a contingent date.  The first day of hearing shall commence as follows:
