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I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a request for an extension of time to comply with the requirements of Decision No. C06-1424 as filed by First Choice Ride, Inc.
2. First Choice Ride, Inc. filed an application on October 26, 2006 for approval to transfer Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9841 to Best Ride. Inc.
3. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on October 30, 2006.

4. There were no interventions opposing a grant of the application.
5. The Commission granted the transfer of Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9841 on December 6, 2006 in Decision No. C06-1424.
6. Ordering Paragraph (4) of Decision No. C06-1424 required that First Choice Ride, Inc. file a terminating annual report, within 60 days of the effective date of Decision No. C06-1424.

7. The effective date of Decision No. C06-1424 was its mailed date of December 6, 2006.  Therefore, First Choice Ride, Inc. had until February 5, 2007 to comply with the filing requirements of Decision No. C06-1424.

8. First Choice Ride, Inc. did not file the terminating annual report until February 8, 2007.  Therefore, First Choice Ride, Inc. filed the terminating annual report three days after the date required by Decision No. C06-1424.
9. Marina Bogdanov, the President of First Choice Ride, Inc., filed a letter with the Commission on February 12, 2007.  In this letter Ms. Bogdanov requests additional time to file the terminating annual report that is required by Decision No. C06-1424.
10. In consideration of the fact that the report was filed only two days after the due date, the Commission finds that good cause has been shown to extend the time to comply with the filing requirements of Decision No. C06-1424.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The letter filed by First Choice Ride, Inc. on February 12, 2007 is construed as a request to amend Decision No. C06-1424 and is granted.
2. First Choice Ride, Inc. is granted an additional 30 days from the effective date of this Order to comply with the requirements of Decision No. C06-1424.
3. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, re-argument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.
4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
