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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a request filed by the City of Commerce City (Commerce City) for a Fourth Motion for Extension of Time to Submit Signed Copy of Construction and Maintenance Agreements (Motion) filed on March 2, 2007.
2. Commerce City requests an extension of time up through and including March 16, 2007.  However, given the date the Motion was filed, the 14 days response time to the Motion allowed expires on March 16, 2007.  The Commission could not address the matter until March 21, 2007 if full response time is allowed, at which time the matter would be moot.
3. Therefore, on our own motion, we will shorten the response time to this Motion to Monday, March 12, 2007.  This will in turn allow us to discuss the merits of the Motion at the Commissions’ Weekly Meeting on March 15, 2007.

4. We find that Commerce City has shown good cause to waive the 30-day notice requirement of 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1404(a).

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Response time to the Fourth Motion for Extension of Time to Submit Signed Copy of Construction and Maintenance Agreements filed by the City of Commerce City is shortened to Monday, March 12, 2007 on the Commission’s own motion.
