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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On January 16, 2007, Qwest Corporation (Qwest) filed Advice Letter No. 3058 and accompanying tariff pages.  By Decision No. C07-0080, mailed January 29, 2007, we suspended this Advice Letter set the matter for hearing.  This Decision also established a 30-day intervention period to run through February 28, 2007.
2. On February 12, 2007, the Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) filed a Notice of Intervention of Right and Entry of Appearance.  On February 20, 2007, Eschelon Telecom, Inc. (Eschelon) filed an Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention, or, in the Alternative, Petition to Intervene.

3. On February 27, 2007, Staff of the Commission (Staff) filed a Notice of Intervention, Entry of Appearance, Notice Pursuant to Rule 1007(a) and Request for Hearing.  Also on February 27, 2007, XO Colorado, LLC (XO), Time Warner Telecom of Colorado, LLC (Time Warner), CBeyond Communications, LLC (CBeyond), and Dieca Communications, Inc. doing business as Covad Communications Company (Covad) all filed Entries of Appearance and Notices of Intervention, or in the Alternative, Petitions to Intervene.
4. On February 28, 2007, McLeodUSA Telecommunications Service, Inc. (McLeod) filed its Notice of Intervention. 

5. On March 6, 2007, Qwest filed a Motion to Withdraw Tariff Filing and for Waiver of Response Time.  In this Motion, Qwest states that after consultation with Trial Staff of the Commission, it has determined that a coordination of the litigation of the wholesale tariff and Phase II of the wholesale cost docket is prudent and would be administratively more efficient.  
6. Qwest states that if it is allowed to withdraw its Advice Letter No. 3058, with the understanding that it will refile on or before May 1, 2007, the coordination of litigation will be easier.  Qwest will then refile not only a second wholesale tariff filing, but also an application, pursuant to Decision No. C06-1280 to begin a proceeding on the pricing for certain network elements.  

7. Qwest also seeks a waiver of response time to this Motion so that we can consider it prior to issuing a decision on interventions and prior to scheduling a prehearing conference. Qwest states that no party should be prejudiced by the granting of this Motion, because to date, no proceedings have been held, no significant filings have been made, and no interventions have been granted. 

B. Conclusion
8. We agree with Qwest that there are administrative efficiencies to be gained by the coordination of the changes to the wholesale tariff and the introduction of new or changed wholesale rates.  We make no judgment in this decision as to the merits of consolidation of these two dockets or other procedural matters.  We grant Qwest’s Motion with the acknowledgement that it will refile these proposed tariff changes and the application for pricing on or before May 1, 2007.  Therefore, the interventions filed in this docket are now moot.  When Qwest refiles its advice letter and tariff, if we again suspend that filing and set it for hearing, interested persons will have another opportunity to file for intervenor status in that new docket.
9. Likewise, we grant Qwest’s request to waive response time to this Motion.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Qwest Corporation’s Motion to Withdraw Tariff Filing and for Waiver of Response Time is granted.

2. The Interventions of Eschelon Telecom, Inc., XO Colorado, LLC, Time Warner Telecom of Colorado, LLC, CBeyond Communications, LLC, Dieca Communications, Inc. d/b/a Covad Communications Company, and McLeodUSA Telecommunications Service, Inc. are moot.

3. This docket is closed.

4. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
