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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an application (Application) requesting approval of the Regional Transportation District’s (RTD) 2006 Annual Audit Report for Rail Fixed Guideway Systems Light Rail Operations, filed by RTD on February 14, 2007.

2. A deficiency letter regarding the Application was sent to RTD on February 23, 2007.  The letter pointed out inconsistencies between the Commissions records and RTD’s report related to the total number of reportable accidents, the date of an emergency exercise, language regarding deficiency findings as a result of the joint audit program, and noted the absence of parts of the joint audit program report. 
3. The Commission gave notice of this Application to all interested parties pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S.  The notice was mailed February 28, 2007.
4. On March 1, 2007, RTD filed an addendum to the Application (Addendum).  The Addendum contained additional documentation and provided clarification that cured the deficiencies.
B. Findings of Fact

5. The Commission gave notice of this Application to all interested parties.  No intervention was received opposing the Application.
6. The Application and Addendum submitted by RTD complies with the requirements outlined in Rule 7349 of the Rules Regulating Railroads, Rail Fixed Guideways, Transportation By Rail, And Rail Crossings, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-7.
7. Now being fully advised in the matter we grant the Application.
C. Conclusions

8. The Commission has jurisdiction in this matter under § 40-18-103, C.R.S.
9. No intervener filed a Petition to Intervene or other petition contesting the Application.
10. Because the Application is unopposed, the Commission will determine this matter upon the record, without a formal hearing under § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., and Rule 1403, 4 CCR 723-l.

11. We find that the Application and Addendum complies with our rules and regulations and therefore grant the Application.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application filed by the Regional Transportation District (RTD) on February 14, 2007 and the addendum filed by the RTD on March 1, 2007, requesting approval of the Regional Transportation District’s 2006 Annual Audit Report for Rail Fixed Guideway Systems Light Rail Operations is granted consistent with the discussion above in paragraph 6.
2. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration, begins on the first day following the effective date of this Order.

3. The Commission retains jurisdiction to enter further required orders.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
