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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of joint motion to further extend the time period to make various compliance filings (Motion) and a request for waiver of response time (Waiver) to the Motion, filed by Colorado Water Utility, Inc. (CWU) and Staff of the Public Utilities Commission (Staff) on March 7, 2007.

2. Now being duly advised in the matter, we grant the Motion and Waiver as discussed below.

B. Background and Discussion
3. On November 6, 2006, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) issued Decision No. R06-1300, a Recommended Decision accepting, with certain modifications, the parties Stipulation entered into in these proceedings as a comprehensive settlement of all issues that were or could have been raised by the parties

4. On November 30, 2006, Staff filed exceptions to certain aspects of the Recommended Decision No. R06-1300.

5. On December 27, 2006, the Commission mailed C06-1495, wherein the Commission granted in part and denied in part Staff’s exceptions.

6. Decision Nos. R06-1300 and C06-1495 each establish certain compliance filing obligations with which CWU is required to comply with within 15 days of the effective date of a Commission decision in these proceedings.  Among the compliance filing obligations imposed upon CWU is the requirement to file revised tariffs reflective of the settlement reached by the parties, as modified by the ALJ’s Recommended Decision, as well as the requirement to file the water supply agreement by and between CWU and Deer Creek Water LLC pursuant to which CWU will access water supplies for service to its customers within the Deer Creek Area.

7. Although CWU made compliance filings of the tariff sheets and has submitted the water supply agreement by and between CWU and Deer Creek there remain, however two additional compliance filings that must be made in accordance with the terms of Decision No. R06-1300.  One requires the parties to make a clarifying amendment to Section II.7.F of their Stipulation.  (See, Ordering paragraph No. 2 of Decision No. R06-1300)  The other requires that CWU develop, in conjunction with the other parties, an implementation process for the pass-through to customers of certain monies received by or imputed to CWU for the temporary use by third parties of the water rights dedicated to CWU under the above-referenced water supply agreement.  (See, Ordering paragraph No. 19 of Decision No. R06-1300)
8. Staff and CWU state that these remaining compliance filing obligations involved not just CWU, but all of the parties to these consolidated proceedings as well, and because of the press of business, CWU and Staff have been unable to coordinate with all of the parties in these proceedings so as to complete work on these two remaining areas for which compliance filings are required.  Therefore, they request that they be allowed an additional thirty days or until April 6, 2007, within which to submit these two remaining compliance filings.  

9. We note that the timing for these remaining compliance filings will not impact the rates approved by us in Decision Nos. R06-1300 and C06-1495, which rates have been placed into effect by operation of law pursuant to CWU’s Advice Letter No. 2 filed on February 13, 2007.

10. CWU and Staff also request that because time is of the essence in determining this Motion, and because no party to these proceedings will be prejudiced by the relief requested herein, that the response time to this Motion be waived. 

11. We find that CWU has shown good cause to grant the Motion and Waiver.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Colorado Water Utility, Inc. and the Staff of the Public Utilities Commission’s motion to further extend the time period to make various compliance filings (Motion) and a request for a waiver of response time to the Motion, filed on March 7, 2007 is granted consistent with the discussion in Section B above.  

2. CWU shall make its compliance filings required by Decision Nos. R06-1300 and C06-1495 on or before April 6, 2007.

3. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
