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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a motion to permissively intervene in the above referenced matter (Motion), filed by Town and Country Transportation Services, Inc. (Town and Country) on February 27, 2007.
2. Now being duly advised in the matter we grant the Motion consistent with the below discussion.
B. Background

3. In the above-referenced matter, Jeremey G. Paxton (Applicant), seeks permanent authority from the Commission to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of passengers and their baggage in call-and-demand taxi service (Application).
4. Town and Country owns and operated CPCN No. 53589, which authorizes it to operate a taxicab service within an 8 mile radius of the intersection of Highway 119 and Highway 287 located with the City of Longmont.  This CPCN is currently suspended. 
5. Currently, there are three taxi authorities which consume this area with a population of approximately 80,000.  The operating rights sought in the Application substantially overlap and are in conflict with the rights contained in Town and Country’s CPCN.  

C. Discussion and Conclusion

6. Town and Country states that the issuance of a CPCN to the Applicant may have a significant adverse impact upon the business and services provided by Town and Country once its authority is unsuspended.  Town and Country requests that we allow it to permissively intervene so that it may ensure its interests are not adversely affected by the proceeding.

7. We agree with Town and Country and grant the Motion.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Town and Country Transportation Services, Inc.’s motion to permissively intervene in the above referenced matter is granted consistent with the discussion above in Section C.

2. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, re-argument, or reconsideration shall being on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.

3. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
