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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion for shortened notice period and request for a waiver of response time, filed by Colorado Natural Gas, Inc. (CNG), on April 2, 2007.   

2. On March 29, 2007, CNG filed a petition seeking a one-time waiver of the time period within which CNG must file an application for approval of its Cost Assignment and Allocation Manual and Fully Distributed Cost Study, both as required under Rule 4503(e) of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Gas Utilities and Pipeline Operators.  Specifically, CNG requested that it be allowed to file such application on or before May 1, 2007.  

3. CNG states that at the time it filed its petition, it failed to consider the general rule that the Commission normally follows in proceedings such as the above-captioned docket, whereby the Commission issues a 30-day notice.  If the 30-day notice protocol is followed in this proceeding, CNG’s petition would not come off notice until after the May 1, 2007 date that CNG seeks as an extension in its petition.

4. As a result, CNG requests that the Commission shorten the notice period in this proceeding from 30 days down to 10 days.  CNG states that a shortened notice period will allow the Commission to consider and act upon CNG’s petition in a more timely fashion that would otherwise be possible under a 30-day notice.

5. CNG also requests that the Commission waive the response time to this motion and states that because there are no parties other than CNG in this docket, no party will be harmed or prejudiced from granting such waiver.

6. To expedite the process of this petition, we find good cause to shorten the notice period from 30 days to 10 days and waive response time.    

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The motion for shortened notice period and request for a waiver of response time, filed by Colorado Natural Gas, Inc., on April 2, 2007 is granted consistent with the discussion above in Section A.

2. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
