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I. By the Commission

A. Statement
1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Joint Motion For Extension of Time and Waiver of Response Time filed on March 29, 2007 by Public Service Company of Colorado (PSCo), Staff of the Public Utilities Commission (Staff), and the Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) (collectively referred to as Joint Movants or Parties).  The Parties propose modifying the filing date for a joint pleading for a Commission determination of acceptable Request for Proposal (RFP) and evaluation procedures for soliciting and evaluating New Renewable Energy Standard (RES) Resources, and waiver of response time.

2.
The joint pleading described above is a provision of the Stipulation approved in Decision C07-0100 which granted approval of the Solar Energy Power Purchase Agreement with SunE Almosa1 LLC dated September 1, 2006.  In Paragraph 1 of the Stipulation, the Parties agreed to discuss process improvements that can be implemented both for the specification of the evaluation criteria that are set forth in the RFP for the NEW RES Resources and for the evaluation procedures used by PSCo of the New RES Resources after the bids are received.  The Stipulation stated that if the parties did not reach consensus by April 16, 2007 on process improvements to be implemented by PSCo that the Parties would file, on that date, a joint pleading for a Commission determination of acceptable RFP and evaluation procedures for soliciting and evaluating New RES Resources. 
3.
The Joint Movants listed here are all the same Parties that agreed to Paragraph 1 of the Stipulation and have been negotiating in good faith, however, due to a large work load and varied schedules have not come to a consensus as set forth in the Stipulation.  Therefore the Parties request that a new date of July 20, 2007 be granted for the filing of the joint pleading.

The motion contends that because the Joint Movants are the same Parties involved in building a consensus, no party will be prejudiced by extending the joint pleading filing date and waiving response time. 
B.
Findings of Fact:

Now being fully advised in the matter, we find good cause to grant the motion to extend the joint pleading date to July 20, 2007 and waive response time.
II.
ORDER
A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Joint Motion for Extension of Time and Waiver of Response Time, filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (PSCo), Staff of the Public Utilities Commission (Staff), and the Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) filed on March 29, 2007 is granted consistent with the discussion above.
