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I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an application (Application) seeking authority to publish Supplement No. 1 to Passenger Time Schedule No. 23 to become effective on less-than-statutory notice, filed by Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc. on April 6, 2007.
2. Now being duly advised in the matter we grant the Application consistent with the below discussion.
3. The authority named in Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 26246 allows Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc. to provide scheduled service between all points within a 35-mile radius of the intersection of U. S. Highway 40 and Mount Werner Road at or near Steamboat Springs, Colorado.
4. Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc., as shown in Time Schedule No. 23, provides service between hotels and condominium complexes in Steamboat Springs, Colorado, on the one hand, and the ski area in Steamboat Springs, Colorado, on the other hand.
5. In support of this Application, Tracey Rogalski the general manager of Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc. states “The purpose of this memo is to advise you of the cancellation of our Condominium Shuttle, Time Schedule No. 23.  This is due to the fact that this service is only offered during the ski season.  Service will be re-established in the fall and a replacement Time Schedule will be filed at that time.”
6. Pursuant to Rule 6207(k) of the Commission's Rules Regulating Transportation By Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6, the Commission may, for good cause shown, allow a common carrier to change tariffs or time schedules on less than 30 days notice.

7. We find that Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc. has shown good cause for the approval of the proposed changes in Time Schedule No. 23 and that the application to file Supplement No. 1 to Time Schedule No. 23 on less than 30 days notice should be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application of Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc. to publish Supplement No. 1 to Time Schedule No. 23 on less-than-statutory notice is granted.

2. Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc. shall publish Supplement No. 1 to Time Schedule No. 23 on not less than one day’s notice to the Commission and the general public.

3. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, re-argument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
