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I. By the Commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission upon its own motion to consider closing Docket No. 99A-549E. The proceeding concerned the proposed final 1999 Intergraded Resource Plan (IRP) filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (PSCo). 

2. In its IRP, PSCo provided the details of its plan to meet electricity demand for the planning period of 2002 through 2005. The Commission divided the Plan into to two phases. In Phase I the Commission reviewed and approved generation resources with in service dates of 2001 thru 2002, and a Tri-State resource with an in-service date of 2003. See, Commission Decision No. C00-1464. The Decision required PSCo to fulfill these resources through contracts with independent power producers and in accordance with prior Commission orders regarding renewable wind and demand-side management resources (Docket No. 00A-008E), electric and demand forecasting (Docket No. 00A-007E) and transmission planning (Docket No. 00A-067E). 

3. The Commission reviewed the remaining new generation resources proposed in Phase II. Commission Staff (Staff), the Land and Water Fund of the Rockies (LAW Fund), and the Colorado Renewable Energy Society (CRES) recommended the Commission add the Enron Lamar Wind bid to the preferred portfolio. Staff also raised concerns about the relationship between the generation resources and the transmission plan addressed in Docket No. 00A-067E and forecasting addressed in Docket No. 00A-007E.  The Commission granted approval of Phase II of the IRP by requiring PSCo to begin negotiations with Enron and deferred the transmission and forecasting issues to the applicable Dockets. See, Decision No. C01-295. No Party filed Rehearing, Reargument, and Reconsideration in this matter.
4. The Commission issued its final Decision No. C01-295 and PSCo has filed all documents required by these decisions. We therefore find it appropriate to close this docket.
II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Docket 99A-549E is closed.
