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I. By the Commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission upon its own motion to consider closing Docket No. 00A-008E. The Commission opened this docket by Decision No. C00-038 in Docket 99A-549E, the Integrated Resource Plan (IRP) application by Public Service Company of Colorado (PSCo). The Commission determined that the renewable energy and Demand Side Management (DSM) issues should be considered in a separate proceeding. 
2. The Commission assigned the matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for hearing. In consideration of PSCo’s need for a timely decision on the IRP, the Decision in this Docket was issued as Initial Commission Decision, No. C00-1057. The Commission approved PSCo’s proposal to expand its voluntary Wind Source Program by a minimum 35 MW for the period 2002 through 2005.  The Commission also approved the Stipulation in resolution of this matter. The Stipulation called for PSCo to attempt to acquire 124 MW of cost-effective DSM resources through the period ending December 31, 2005 at a cost not to exceed $75 million total capital expense, and required PSCo to file reports on the monitoring and evaluation of the DSM program. 
3. A motion for Rehearing, Reargument and Reconsideration was entered by the Colorado Renewable Energy Society (CRES) which the Commission denied in Decision No. C00-1282.  
4. The Commission issued its final Decision No. C00-1282 and PSCo has filed the required DSM Monitoring and Evaluation reports. We therefore find it appropriate to close this docket.  
II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Docket 00A-008E is closed.
