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I. By the Commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission upon its own motion to consider closing Docket No. CS5970 (Case 5970).  This case was originally opened for the establishment of rules for co-generators and small power producers in order to implement §§ 201 and 210 of the Public Utilities Regulatory Policy Act (PURPA) of 1978.  As part of its duties, the Commission adopted certain reporting requirements regarding Qualifying Facilities (QF).  Under PURPA Rule 6.000, certain electric utilities were required to file reports detailing QF information. 
2. In December 2003, the Commission initiated a comprehensive repeal and re-enactment process for all of its rules.  Docket No. 03R-519E was opened for the proposed recodification of the rules regulating electric and steam utilities.  In addressing the exceptions that were filed in this docket, the Commission agreed with the argument put forth by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) that the reporting requirements established in Rule 6.000 had been superseded by the more comprehensive Least Cost Planning (LCP) rules and reports.  The Commission agreed and determined that the data required under Rule 6.000 is not presently used and the need for it will diminish as the few existing QF contracts expire.

3. As a result of the Commission’s ruling in Docket No. 03R-519E, we find the reporting requirements established in Case 5970 are no longer necessary.  Therefore we find it appropriate to close Docket No. CS5970.
II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Docket CS5970 is closed.
