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I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an application (Application) seeking authority to publish 1st Revised Page 7 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 8 to become effective on less-than-statutory notice, filed by Ramblin’ Express, Inc. doing business as Rocky Mountain Limousine, Inc. (Ramblin’ Express) on April 17, 2007.

2. Now being duly advised in the matter we grant the Application consistent with the below discussion.
3. The authority named in Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 275 allows Ramblin’ Express to provide sightseeing service between points in the Colorado Springs and Pikes Peak, Colorado area.
4. In this Application, Ramblin’ Express is proposing two changes in 1st Revised Page 7.  Ramblin’ Express proposes to eliminate the rule that requires a minimum charge of eight passengers for each sightseeing trip.  As a result of the elimination of the minimum charge rule, the cost of each tour will be reduced from the charge for eight passengers to the charge for the actual number of passengers being transported.
5. Ramblin’ Express also proposes to add the phrase “ Local sites included, yet not limited to” above a list of twenty-one named sites that are located in the Colorado Springs, Colorado area.
6. In support of this Application, Todd Holland the president of Ramblin’ Express states “This minimum passenger requirement is a barrier to effectively marketing and operating sightseeing services under this Authority, since services are typically being requested by smaller parties and potentially from multiple locations.”
7. Mr. Holland also states “We list 21 local Sites (on Original Page 7) in the Pikes Peak Region, we request to add the words ‘Local Sites Included Yet Not Limited to.’  There are undoubtedly additional sites in the area, and this list was not intended to be all-inclusive, yet representative of the major sites served in the Pikes Peak Region.  Adding the above verbiage will simply clear any potential discrepancy.”

8. Pursuant to Rule 6207(k) of the Commission's Rules Regulating Transportation By Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6, the Commission may, for good cause shown, allow a common carrier to change tariffs or time schedules on less than 30 days notice.
9. We find that Ramblin’ Express has shown good cause for the approval of the proposed changes in Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 8 and that the application to file the tariff page on less than 30 days notice should be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application of Ramblin’ Express, Inc. doing business as Rocky Mountain Limousine, Inc. to publish 1st Revised Page 7 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 8 on less-than-statutory notice is granted.

2. Ramblin’ Express, Inc. doing business as Rocky Mountain Limousine, Inc. shall publish 1st Revised Page 7 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 8 on not less than one day’s notice to the Commission and the general public.

3. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, re-argument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
