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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On March 26, 2007, Purecom, LLC (Purecom) filed an application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) to provide local exchange telecommunications services and Letter of Registration to provide emerging competitive telecommunications services pursuant to 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-2-2103(a).

2. On April 5, 2007, Staff of the Commission sent a letter to Purecom’s representative requesting additional information and documentation necessary to complete the application.  Staff also sought information regarding details of the telecommunications services Purecom intended to provide, as well as Purecom’s sources of capital funds and financial ability to provide those services.
3. Purecom subsequently filed a letter with the Commission on May 4, 2007, requesting to withdraw the application.  Purecom’s representative stated that the application was filed in the mistaken belief that the requested CPCN and Letter of Registration were necessary prerequisites to obtaining an interconnection agreement with the incumbent local exchange telecommunications service provider, for Purecom’s provision of unregulated services.  
4. Good cause having been shown, we construe Purecom’s letter of May 4, 2007 as a motion to withdraw the application and grant the motion and close the docket.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The letter of Purecom, Inc. is construed as a motion to withdraw its application and the motion is granted.
2. The above-indicated docket is closed.
