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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On March 21, 2007, T2 Technologies (T2) filed an application for a Letter of Registration (LOR) to provide certain emerging competitive telecommunications services pursuant to 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-2-2103.

2. Notice of the application was posted on the Commission’s web site on March 23, 2007.  Interventions were due on or before April 23, 2007.  None were filed.

3. On April 18, 2007, Commission Staff sent a letter to T2 advising the company that the last page of its application form was missing from its filing.  The missing page includes a series of affirmations and a signature and attestation section.  The missing information is required by Commission Rule 4 CCR 723-2103(a)(XV) and must be included in the application in order to deem the application complete.  T2 had ten days, or until April 30, 2007, to respond to Commission Staff’s deficiency letter.  No response from T2 was received by the Commission by the deadline.

4. T2 subsequently filed a letter with the Commission on May 2, 2007, requesting to withdraw the application.  T2 states that due to the nature of its business, it does not need to submit the LOR to provide emerging competitive services.

5. Good cause having been shown, we will construe T2’s letter, received by the Commission on May 2, 2007, as a motion to withdraw the application, grant the motion, and close the docket.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The letter of T2 Technologies is construed as a motion to withdraw its application and is granted.

2. The above-indicated docket is closed.
