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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On March 28, 2007, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) filed an application requesting Commission authorization to engage in potential future transfers of certain limited jurisdictional facilities in accordance with the Spare Transformer Sharing Agreement (Agreement) contained in the application.  C.R.S. § 0-5-105 and 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-3-3104.

2. Specifically, Public Service is requesting authorization to sell certain qualifying transformers to any of the electric utility signatories to the Agreement in order to assist such electric utility to restore electric service in the event of an act of deliberate destruction.
3. On May 7, 2007, a Motion of Public Service Company of Colorado to Withdraw Exhibit D and For Extraordinary Protection and Waiver of Response Time was filed.  The motion requests that the Commission enter a protective order affording extraordinary protection to the Highly Confidential and sensitive information contained in Highly Confidential Exhibit D to this Application.  Pubic Service requested it be permitted to withdraw Exhibit D as filed with the Application on March 28, 2007, or, in the alternative that it be destroyed by the Commission, and to substitute in its place Highly Confidential Exhibit D.
B. Discussion

4. The application is unopposed and may be considered without a hearing.  § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S.

5. Based upon discussion with the Staff of the Commission, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) and Public Service, the Company has agreed to provide the Commission and the OCC with an exception report delineating any change in status of the designated assets as described in the application to include, but not limited to, additions, deletions and/or sale of the designated transformer assets under the Agreement.

6. We find that the proposed potential sale is not contrary to the public interest and we therefore grant the application.

7. With regard to Public Service’s Motion to Withdraw Exhibit D and for Extraordinary Protection, we agree that Exhibit D, which identifies the Company’s inventory of spare transformers and their location is highly sensitive and in the interest of public safety, should not be made available to the public in any form.  Therefore, we find good cause to grant the motion and waive response time.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion of Public Service Company of Colorado to Withdraw Exhibit D and For Extraordinary Protection and Waiver of Response Time is granted.

2. The application for the authorization for the potential of the sale of certain assets, as delineated, is deemed complete and is granted.

3. Public Service shall file with the Commission and the Office of Consumer Counsel any change in status of the designated assets described in the application to include, but not limited to, additions and/or deletions.
4. Public Service shall file with the Commission and the Office of Consumer Counsel within 60 days of the completion of the sale of the assets, a report detailing the assets sold, the final sale price, and the accounting entries made as a result of the sale.

5. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
