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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a motion for shortened notice period, filed jointly by Trinsic Communications, Inc. (Trinsic), Touch 1 Communications, Inc. and Matrix Telecom, Inc. (collectively, Joint Applicants), on May 14, 2007.

B. Background, Analysis and Conclusion
2. In the above captioned Application, the Joint Applicants are seeking the Commission’s expedited approval, to the extent necessary, to transfer control of Trinsic’s assets used to provide local and long distance telecommunications services to Matrix.  The Joint Applicants state that Commission approval is needed before June 9, 2007, which is the date required under the terms of the Asset Purchased Agreement entered into by the Joint Applicants and, because Trinsic has filed for bankruptcy, approval is necessary to ensure the continuation of service to Trinsic’s customers.  
3. We shall construe the Joint Petitioners request for expedited treatment as a motion for shortened notice period in this application.
4. The Joint Petitioners state that expedited treatment will allow us to consider and act upon the Application in a more timely fashion.
5. To expedite the process of this Application, we find good cause to shorten the notice period from 30 days to 10 days and waive response time.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The motion for shortened notice period and waiver of response time, filed by Trinsic Communications, Inc., Touch 1 Communications, Inc., and Matrix Telecom, Inc. on May 14, 2007, is granted consistent with the discussion above in Section B.
2. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
