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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Petition filed by Qwest Corporation (Qwest) requesting that the Commission consider testimony and evidence to set pricing for certain network elements and services Qwest is required to provide pursuant to 47 U.S.C. § 251(b) and (c).  Qwest states that it files this Petition in response to Commission Decision No. C06-1280 in Docket No. 04M-111T in which we established jurisdiction over certain wholesale rates. 

2. Qwest states that it is filing this Petition so that the Commission may have a procedural vehicle through which to consider testimony and evidence to evaluate the costs and to set prices for certain network elements and services. 

B. Discussion

3. We reject this filing on procedural grounds. The Commission’s rules on telecommunications matters contemplate a limited set of actions for which petitions are filed. See 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-2-2003. These petition processes have other more specific rules that establish timelines, filing requirements, and notice requirements. There is no such specific rule that details the process for a petition for a change or establishment of wholesale rates. Without clear requirements for all parties in this docket, we are concerned that the docket will be procedurally inefficient. 

4. In order to prevent this inefficiency, and so there is no question that Qwest retains the burden of proof on these issues, we reject the filed Petition and order Qwest to refile its request as an Application. By doing so, a clear statutory process is required and the procedural issues should be alleviated. 

5. Qwest is ordered to file this Application within two weeks of the effective date of this Order. 
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Petition filed by Qwest Corporation is rejected.

2. Qwest shall file its Application within two weeks of the effective date of this Order.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
