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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of Commission Staff’s (Staff) Motion for an Extension of Time Within Which to File its Report, and Request for Waiver of Response Time (Motion) filed on May 14, 2007.
2. Staff states that it attempted to contact Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) before it circulated the Motion, but was unable to reach Public Service’s counsel.  However, Staff circulated the Motion to the counsel for both Public Service and the Office of Consumer Counsel prior to filing the Motion, and contends that no prejudice will occur to Public Service or any other party who may intervene if Staff’s report is delayed.  We find it appropriate to waive response time to the Motion.
3. Pursuant to Decision No. C96-1235, Staff has until May 17, 2007 to file its report commenting on Public Service’s 2006 Earnings Test Report.

4. In Decision No. R07-0357-I an Administrative Law Judge for the Commission granted Public Service an extension of time until May 18, 2007 to file certain portions of its annual report, including its Federal Energy Regulatory Commission (FERC) Form 1.  Staff asserts that it is necessary to review Public Service’s FERC Form 1 in order to fully review and analyze Public Service’s 2006 Earnings Test Report.  Staff therefore requests a 30-day extension of time to file its responsive report.  We find it appropriate to grant Staff’s request for an extension of time.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Commission Staff’s Motion for an Extension of Time within Which to File its Report, filed on May 14, 2007, is granted.
2. Response time is waived.

3. Staff shall file its responsive report on or before June 18, 2007.

4. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
