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Referring application to an administrative law judge 
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I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement
1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an application (Application), filed by the Union Pacific Railroad Company (UPRR) on March 27, 2007, requesting authority to abolish the existing highway-railroad at-grade crossing at 45th Avenue between Lipan and Jason Streets, National Inventory No. 253258R.
2. The Commission gave notice of this Application to all interested parties, including adjacent property owners pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S.  The notice was mailed April 5, 2007.

3. On May 1, 2007, the City and County of Denver (Denver) filed a Petition to Intervene.  Denver does not oppose the application as long as UPRR complies with the requirements set fort in the Rules and Regulations of the Department of Public Works, City and County of Denver, for the Construction of Curbs, Gutters, Sidewalks, Driveways, Street Paving, and Other Public Right-Of-Way Improvements. 
4. Staff of the Commission contacted UPRR.  UPRR is currently talking with Denver regarding the above referenced roadway requirements.
5. The Commission reviewed the record in this matter and deemed the Application complete pursuant to § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., by minute entry at the Commission Weekly Meeting on May 9, 2007.
6. The Commission has jurisdiction in this matter under §§ 40-4-106(2)(a) & (3)(a), C.R.S.

7. Now being fully advised in the matter, we refer the Application to an administrative law judge for determination of its merits.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application filed by the Union Pacific Railroad Company on March 27, 2007, requesting authority to abolish the existing highway-railroad at-grade crossing at 45th Avenue between Lipan and Jason Streets, National Inventory No. 253258R is assigned to an administrative law judge.
2. The intervention filed by City and County of Denver is granted.

3. The assigned administrative law judge shall establish a procedural schedule for the filing of exhibit and witness lists, any pre-filed testimony, hearing date, hearing location, filing of any necessary signed construction and maintenance agreements.
