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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of several motions in this case.  On April 2, 2007, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company)  filed an application pursuant to Commission Rule 3614(b) (II), 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-3-3614(b) (II), for approval of the Company’s contingency plan for meeting its electric resource need for 2013.  Public Service timely filed the application in response to Commission Decision No. C07-0165, effective March 1, 2007 in Docket No. 05A-543E.
2. The Staff of the Commission, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel, Ratepayers United of Colorado, LLC, Nancy LaPlaca, Western Resources Advocates, Climax Molybdenum Company and CF&I Steel LP, Colorado Independent Energy Association, AES Corporation, and Holy Cross Energy all timely filed notices of intervention.
3.  We also received a motion to appear pro hac vice, from Steven S. Michel on behalf of Western Resource Advocates.  Mr. Michel represents he has met the requirements of the Colorado Supreme Court requirements and Commission rules, and made appropriate payment to the Supreme Court.  
4. On May 1, 2007, we received a Notice of Correction to Intervention of Right, Entry of Appearance and Request for Hearing of the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel. 
5. We find good cause exists to grant the petitions for intervention and the motion of Mr. Michel to appear pro hace vice on behalf of Western Resource Advocates.
II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The permissive petitions to intervene by Ratepayers United of Colorado, LLC, Nancy LaPlaca, Western Resources Advocates, Climax Molybdenum Company and CF&I Steel LP, Colorado Independent Energy Association, AES Corporation, and Holy Cross Energy are granted.

2. Steven S. Michel’s petition for admission of counsel pro hac vice to appear on behalf of Western Resources Advocates is granted.
